


Passage to a brighter future

 
Each year on average, Latham Centers serves a total of 50 children ages 8 -22, in addition to providing support for their 
families. One third of Latham students are in the custody of the state’s Department of Children and Families. Some of our 
students come from environments of abuse and neglect that have resulted in severe behavioral and emotional problems. 
More than 40% are diagnosed with Prader-Willi Syndrome, resulting in development delay. Many also su�er from multiple 
diagnoses including bi-polar disorder, Asperger’s Syndrome, Autism, or Reactive Attachment Disorder. We also see 
students challenged with a variety of other physical disabilities such as hearing loss, diabetes, seizure disorders, scoliosis, 
legal blindness, Cerebral Palsy, Tourette’s syndrome, immune de�ciency disorders, Turner’s syndrome and fetal cocaine 
and alcohol syndromes.
